They lived on a farm along the river.  In 1843, they had four daughters from three to seventeen years old.  On August 19, 1843, their youngest son, Cyrus was born.  Abigail died late three months after-November 1843.
· In 1850, Victorine (9), her father, his new wife, Rebecca, her sister Harriet (22) and brother Cyrus (7) lived in Tecumseh, just south of Clinton.  Her father was listed as a mechanic.  In that same year, her older sister Emeline married Sylvester V. Papin, of a prominent French family in St. Louis.  He was a law student and became a clerk in the City Assessor’s office and later became head of the St. Louis Assessor’s office.
· In 1855, her sister Laura married a young dentist, William Eames, and moved to Lebanon, Tennessee.  Victorine soon followed.  In 1860, she is listed in the census living with her sister Laura and her husband.
· Victorine, along with her sister and brother-in-law, moved to St. Louis as refugees escaping the war in the South.  Papin helped Eames set up his practice.
· Victorine’s brother Cyrus was visiting his sisters in Tennessee, when he enlisted in the Seventh Regiment of the Tennessee Infantry.  After discharge, he joined his sisters and settled in St. Louis, where his brother-in-law, Sylvester Papin gave him a job, where he also learned about the law of land grants, titles, and deeds.
